RESULTS 

2017 British Para-Swimming International Meet  

World Series—Sheffield 27th –олth April 

 

Heats were swum each morning with swimmers aiming to qualify for one of 

the two World Series finals or the British final based on their point scores 

Day 1. Events—мллm Free / 100m Breast / 50m Breast 

The WomenΩs 100m free saw, Hannah Russell, Stephanie Millward, Alice Tai, Zara Mullooly and Rosie Bancroft reach the World 

series finals , with Megan Richter, Ffion Butler and Harriett Dickinson progressing to the British final. Hannah Russell going on 

to take Gold and Steph Millward the Silver in the evening finals.  

We had no regional representation in the menΩs 100m Free world series finals later won by GB swimmer Lewis White, but  

Harry Wellington took Gold in the British final, with Matthew Redfern and Callum Pearson also making the finals 

Rebecca Redfern was our only regional swimmer to make the 100m Breaststroke World  series final,  finishing 4th in the final, 

Georgia Howell also finished in 4th place after making the British final. 

We had no regional qualifiers for the 100m Breaststroke World series Finals but in the British final Tyler Ioannou, Sol Bressat, 

Cameron Verncombe, Matthew Redfern and two time Olympian Robin Surgeoner all qualified, Tyler Ioannou went on to claim 

gold with Sol Bressat picking up the Bronze 

There were no swimmers from our regions in the 50m Breaststroke for lower classification swimmers, in fact only two       

swimmers competed in each of the WomenΩs and MenΩs events. 

Day 2. Events– 50m Free / 200m Individual Medley / 150m Individual Medley. 

In the womenΩs 50m free, Hannah Russell, Stephanie Millward, Zara Mullooly and Rebecca Redfern progressed on to the World 

finals with Hannah later taking Gold, Megan Richter, Ffion Butler and Katie Crowhurst all made the British final with Ffion claiming 

Bronze. 

The menΩs 50m free saw only one of our regional swimmers make it through to a final with Harry Wellington claiming Gold in the 

British final. 

In the WomenΩs 200m Individual medley, Stephanie Millward (world), Rebbeca Redfern and Katie Crowhurst (British) were the 

only regional swimmers to progress to finals. 

Tyler Ioannou made the menΩs 200m Individual Medley final with Cameron Vearncombe, Matthew Redfern, Sol Bressat, George 

Kelman-Johns and James Edwards all progressing on to the British finals. 

The lower classes 150m Individual Medley event saw just one swimmer entered Jonas Larsen from Denmark. 

 

Day 3. Events: 100m Backstroke / 100m Butterfly / 50m Butterfly 

Six swimmers progressed to the World finals of the womenΩs 100m Backstroke, Alice Tai, Hannah Russell, Stephanie Millward,  

Megan Richter, Zarah Mullooly and Ffion Butler.  It was a 1-2-3 in the world finals with Alice (Gold) Hannah (Silver) and Stephanie 

(Bronze) Katie Crowhurst and Harriett Dickinson were British finalists. 

Tyler Ioannou was our only representative in the menΩs 100m Backstroke World final but George Kelman-Johns, Matthew Redfern, 

James Edwards, Cameron Vearncombe and Callum Pearson all made the British final with George (Gold) Matthew (Silver) and 

James (Bronze) medal winners. 

We had no representatives in the womenΩs 50m Butterfly but in the menΩs event William Perry took Gold in the British final.  

In the 100m Butterfly a world series Bronze went to Alice Tai, with Zarah Mullooly and Megan Richter also making the world finals, 

Katie Crowhurst and Harriett Dickenson making the British Finals. 

Tyley Ioannou was our only menΩs finalllist in the 100m Butterfly World final, but Harry Wellington (Silver) Sol Bressat, Callum  

Pearson and George Kelman-Johns all made the British Final 



Day 4. Events– 200m Free / 400m free / 50m Backstroke  

We had no swimmers in the womenΩs 200m Freestyle finals but in the menΩs event  Tyler  Ioannou made another world final with 

George Kelman-Johns, Christopher Currie, Sol Bressat, Cameron Vearncombe, Adam Roebuck, Joshua Fairchild and Aaron Gilbert 

all making the British final with George (Silver) and Christopher (Bronze) medal winners. 

In the women's 400m freestyle, Zara Mallooly (World) and Katie Crowhurst (British) were our only finalists with Matthew Clowes, 

Matthew Rishworth, Dominic Redpath, James Brown and Riley Shanahan making the British Final in the menΩs event. 

There were no regional swimmers entered in the 50m Backstroke lower class event.
